The Economy

Until the 18th century the economy of England was mainly agricultural.

With the advent of the Industrial Revolution, however, England gradually evolved into indus-
trial region.

During the late 18th and the 19th centuries, the growth of heavy industries (iron and steel,
textiles and shipbuilding) in the northeastern counties was based on the proximity of coal and iron-
ore deposits.

During the 1930s the Depression and foreign competition contributed to a decrease in the
production of manufactured goods and an increase in unemployment in the factories of Lancashire,
Cheshire and Staffordshire.

The unemployed from these northern counties moved to London and the surrounding counties.

The southeast became urbanized and industrialized, with automotive, chemical, electrical and
machine tool manufactures as the leading industries.

An increase in population and urban growth during the 20th century caused a significant drop
in the acreage of farms in England, but the counties of Cornwall, Devon, Kent, Lincolnshire, Somerset
and North Yorkshire have remained agricultural.
